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Academic Requirements:

1. A minimum 2.75 GPA is required for all programs with the following exceptions:  

a) London, Semester Research Pathway: Minimum 3.00 GPA. 

b) London, Summer Program with Sotheby’s Institute of Art: Minimum 3.50 GPA or demonstrated capability in a related academic area for undergraduates.

c) Dublin, Semester/Year with Trinity College: Minimum 3.30 GPA and sophomore standing or above.

d) Dublin, Semester/Year with University College Dublin: Minimum 3.00 GPA.

2. Students must have a total of 30 semester credits to be eligible for the study programs and 60 semester credits to be eligible for internship, service learning and research project in all program locations.

3. Students applying for any internship, service learning and research project in all program locations are required to demonstrate academic and experiential relevance to the placement/area choices. 

4. Where a student falls below the minimum level, there are limited circumstances in which they can be accepted.  These include:

a) illness

b) bereavement

c) evidence of serious academic progression, i.e. a bad first year followed by major improvement.

5. Once the application is complete, (i.e. transcript has been received) we may require additional documentation to support this.  These include:

a) secondary application forms

b) results of relevant examinations

c) academic reference 

d) additional academic qualifications 

e) previous internships obtained

f) medical certificate

6. Students applying for a program in Dublin will be direct-enrolled with Trinity College Dublin, University College Dublin or Dublin Business School.  Secondary applications and materials may be required by these institutions.  Final decisions on admissions are at the discretion of that institution.  

7. Students applying for a program with Trinity College Dublin must indicate a second choice option (i.e. Dublin Business School or University College Dublin) due to the highly competitive nature of Trinity College Dublin program. 

8. Students applying for internship, service learning and research project in London who are not from a majority English speaking country will need to have passed a test on UKBA’s list of approved English language tests at level B2 of the Council of Europe's Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR).

9. Students applying for a program in Madrid will be direct-enrolled with Universidad de Europea de Madrid and will have a phone interview as part of the admissions process.
10. Students applying for any internship or  service learning in Madrid will be required to submit secondary applications and materials as part of the admissions process.

11. Students applying for the Arabic Language option in Amman will be direct-enrolled with AMIDEAST.  Secondary applications and materials will be required.  Final decisions on admissions are at the discretion of that institution.  

12. Students must concurrently be enrolled on a degree program at a college or university during their participation on any FIE programs. 

13. Students must participate in enough credits to be considered full-time students according to imigration requirements specific to their program location and duration.  

14. Students who will have been awarded an undergraduate degree by the start date of the FIE program are not eligible to participate unless in such cases as the student is pursuing an additional undergraduate degree, with the following exceptions:

a) London, Summer Program with Sotheby’s Institute of Art: graduate and continuing students are eligible to apply.

b) London-Amman, Summer Program in Peace and Conflict Resolution: graduate and continuing students are eligible to apply. 

15. FIE will not normally consider an application to a course if:

a) a student is suspended from any higher education provider for non-academic reasons 

b) a  student has been excluded from a course at any higher education provider as a result of unsatisfactory academic performance
